Step 1: Attaching the Radiator to the Assembly 

Required Hardware: 

• 2x 5/16"-18 x 1.5" Hex Bolt 

• 4x 5/16" Flat Washer 

Required Components: 

• 1x Radiator 

• Place the lower bushings of the radiator into the lower Radiator Support Crossmember 
at an angle, and then tilt the radiator into place. 

• Use the 5/16"-18 x 1.5" Hex Bolts to attach the Radiator to the upper Radiator Support 
Crossmember.

Assembly Instructions: 

Step 2: Assembling the Radiator Fan Subassembly—Part 1 

• Use the 1/4"-20 x 0.75" Hex Bolts to attach the Radiator Cooling Fans to the Radiator 
Fan Shroud. Take care not to overtighten the bolts as you may damage the Radiator 
Cooling Fan’s housing. 

• Note: The Radiator Cooling Fans should be mounted on the side of the Radiator Fan 
Shroud that has the flanges. Additionally, the bolts should enter through the back of the 
Radiator Fan Shroud to prevent the risk of damaging the radiator fins. 

• Note: There are two different sets of holes that can be used to mount the Radiator 
Cooling Fans on the Radiator Fan Shroud depending on the fan style.
